Mission Statement

The Student Council of St. Elizabeth Area Catholic School exists to encourage students to take leadership roles in our school. By participating in the Student Council, students express their needs and promote stewardship. 

I - PURPOSE

The Student Council works with the principal to organize fundraising events and stewardship projects, as well as fun opportunities for the students of St. Elizabeth Area Catholic School.  The Student Council is also responsible for developing and enhancing relationships in the community.

A. The purpose of this council shall be to participate in the annual revision of the School Mission Statement representing the student body.

B. The Council shall make proposals to the principal of St. Elizabeth Area Catholic School concerning stewardship projects, activities and events that would enhance students’ spiritual and emotional life.

C. The Council shall work with the principal to enhance liaisons with the parish, area parishes, and community at large.

D. The Council shall pursue the above objectives through activities involving all the student body of St. Elizabeth Area Catholic School.

E. The Council will be the link between the student body and the Home and School Association. 

II - MEMBERSHIP

A. The membership of the Council shall consist of a president, vice-president, secretary and treasurer as officers and one representative from each class, all elected by the rest of the student body. 

B. The principal will appoint a teacher advisor.

C. Attendance at meetings should be top priority. Failure to attend or fulfill responsibilities compromises the Council’s progress and success.

D. All Council members shall hold office from the time of election to the last day of school.

III - OFFICERS

A. The President of the Council shall have the following responsibilities:

a. Serve as the Council’s representative to the Principal and the Home and School Association. They are responsible for submitting verbal or written reports.

b. Conduct Council meetings and prepare agenda in consultation with the teacher advisor and the vice-president.

c. Call special planning meetings as needed.

d. Represent the Council’s opinion to the best of his/her ability.

B. The Vice-President of the Council shall have the following responsibilities:

a. Assist and work with the President in appropriate matters.

b. Designate Council meeting dates.

c. Conduct Council meetings if the President is not present.

d. Remain aware of all activities.

e. Make presentations to the Home and School Association with the President.

C. The Secretary of the Council shall have the following responsibilities:

a. Ensure that minutes are taken at the Council meetings and distributed to other members and the principal.

b. Assist the Vice-President and President in all appropriate matters.

c. Assume the Vice-President’s responsibilities in his/her absence.

d. Notify and remind members of meeting dates.

e. Notify the principal of members’ absences to meetings.

D. An officer’s term will end on the last day of school.

IV - MEETINGS

A. Meetings will take place once or twice a month as needed during recess in the afternoon.

B. Notice of meetings will be sent to all members.
